TIMORASSO TIME

And the time is now!

Timorasso is an amazingly versatile grape— It can be a bit of everything: vibrant like Riesling,
yet structured and mineral-driven like Chablis, and in the warmer years a bold fruit forward
big lad with oodles of personality and flavour.

An indigenous variety from Piemonte’s Colli Tortonesi, Timorasso was nearly lost to history
until the “Timorasso Papi” himself, Walter Massa, made the inspired decision in the 1980s to
replant and champion this historic grape. Since then, it’s made a heroic and ever-growing
impact on the wine world.

Always delivering more in the glass than the price suggests, Timorasso is a wine for those
who love terroir expression and seek out something with both soul and structure.
